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Shropshire Hills walking publications 

The descriptions of the publications below are taken from the Best Walks website1,  the 
South Shropshire Ramblers2 and the Slow Travel in the Marches website3. 

The Shropshire Hills: A Walker's Guide (Cicerone British Walking) by 
David Hunter (Paperback - 1 May 2004) Taking the walker on a tour of 
the landscape of the Shropshire hills, this guide covers the region from 
deep and almost secret valleys to the windy heights of the Long Mynd. 
Historic Ludlow and the industrial heritage of the Ironbridge Gorge are 
on an itinerary to which is added the mysteries of the rocky wilderness 
of the Stiperstones. Offa's Dyke Path is sampled with routes along the 

Welsh border, while walks along Britain's longest river and completed with a return by the 
Severn Valley Railway. The book also delves into local history: who was Wild Edric, the 
Galloping Major, and did Caractacus fight his last gallant battle at Caer Caradoc? The 
reader is offered suggestions for many great days out and the answer to some of these 
questions.

- 15 Mar 2010) Whether a "Sunday stroller" or a more enthusiastic 
walker, Shropshire has plenty to offer by way of varied walks, many of 
them taking in upland landscapes with breathtaking views Shropshire 

is England's largest land locked county, and you can find walks here where often you will 
not be troubled by another soul as well as places with delightfully cosy tea shops and pubs 
for those who prefer a little company. This handy book contains detailed routes and 
images of 10 walks in a variety of locations around the county, ranging from the dramatic 
hills of the south to the gentler, but no less scenic landscapes around the Shrewsbury and 
Shifnal areas. The walks suit the needs of families, groups of friends or individuals looking 
for a gentle stroll or a longer walk, and reflect the many varied facets of the area - its 
people, its history, and its landscape and will help first time visitors to experience some of 
the great scenery the area has to offer. With Bob Caddick's photographs providing visual 
inspiration and well researched walks compiled by Bob Alton, this work will provide expert 
guidance for those seeking to get out and about, but who don't quite know where to go 
for the best views or easiest access to the countryside.

May 2007) This new revised and updated edition of Shropshire, 
Staffordshire & the Heart of England Walks from Pathfinder is even 
better than ever. The Heart of England conjures up an image of a 
largely unchanged, unspoilt rural landscape of farmland and 
woodland, with slowly meandering rivers, small market towns, old

Walks to Wet Your Whistle in Shropshire, Roger Seedhouse - The walks in this book cover 
some of the most beautiful countryside in Shropshire and 
along its border with Staffordshire. From quiet rural backwaters to 
scenic hill country there is plenty to suit every taste. The book will 
appeal both to more experienced walkers and, by the introduction of 
shorter alternatives, to casual walkers or those wishing to vary the 
length of their walk as mood or time constraints dictate. There are 18 
main walks of between 7 and 11.5 miles which are arranged with a 
pub break conveniently located as near to half- way as possible. 
Short alternatives start and finish at the pub and range in distance 
from between 2.75 and 5.25 miles. The pubs vary in style and character but have generally 
been chosen to provide a watering hole in which the walker will feel welcome and 
comfortable, rather than for plush surroundings. This is the second edition of the book, 
published in June 2000.

A Guide to Slow Travel in the Marches - Paperback (10 April 2011) by Les 
Lumsdon. Slow travel is a way of travelling that allows you to get under 
the skin of an area, that gives opportunities to meet local people and 
discover places that they enjoy, and get a deeper sense of the place than 
'fast travel' allows. Slow travel essentially means journeying on foot or by 
bicycle, by train or by bus, and for those travelling by car there's plenty to 
tempt you to get the best from the area. 'The Marches' is an ancient term 
which refers to the culturally rich and distinctly mysterious area around 
the borders of Wales and England, a place of great beauty and the scene 
of many events that have changed the history of both countries; here are 

many riches to reward the slow traveller. A map on page ix shows the area that this book 
covers. 

The Guide is structured around eight key towns – Welshpool, Oswestry, Shrewsbury, 
Church Stretton, Ludlow, Hereford, Llandrindod Wells and Abergavenny – which can act as 
bases for exploration, with suggested tours from each using trains and buses. Each section 
includes a guided walking tour of the main town, with places to look out for or to step 
inside, followed by descriptions of suggested journeys to places worth visiting in the 
surrounding area, with walking tours of the destinations also usually included. As well as 
public transport links, for each place there are suggestions for cycle rides and walks, some 
taking a few hours, others a whole day or even days. The guide also lists places to eat and 
imbibe, for it is natural for the slow traveller to enjoy local food and drink; indeed, the UK's 
Slow Food movement is well represented in the Marches. The section for each location 
includes a list of extras such as farmers' markets, local activities and festivals, as well as a 
selection of useful local publications and websites.
